READY GOLF RULES
1. Tee-off when “READY” (NO HONORS) 4, Putt-Out when “READY” (NO HONORS)
2. In the fairway — Hit when “READY” 5. “READY GOLF” makes faster rounds!!
3. Stay “READY” within one stroke of the group ahead.
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GENERAL RULES
1. U.S.G.A. rules govern all play except where modified by local rules.
2. All players must register at Pro Shop before play. Keep playing ticket in your possession.

3. Players must keep pace with the group in front of them.

4. Each player must provide themselves with an individual set of clubs and bag.

5. Fivesomes are allowed solely at the discretion of the professional, all fivesomes must have atleast two
power carts.

6. Stopping between nines will not be allowed. You must continue playing in order to keep pace of play.

7. No starting on # 10 without permission of the golf professional.

8. Children under the age of ten (10) will not be permitted on the course unless accompanied by an
adult. No children under the age of six (6) will be permitted on the playing area of the course.
9. Please repair all ball marks and divots.
10. All carts MUST be kept 50 feet from all tees and greens.
11. All golf carts must be licensed by the city or the user must pay a daily use fee before each round.
12. Marshals will be on duty to check playing tickets and enforce speed of play and general rules.
13. Only alcoholi P from the clubh will be allowed on the course -
NO EXCEPTIONS.
14. Any private coolers are subject to inspection by golf course staff.
15. The golf professional has the right to refuse playing privileges to anyone who violates the above
rules or the accepted rules of golf etiquette.

SAFETY RULES
1. The game of golf involves the risk of damage or injury and each person assumes that risk by entering
onto the course or playing area.
2. Never swing the club or attempt to strike the ball without being sure there is no one in your intended
line of flight or near enough to be struck by the club or ball.
. Always loudly call “FORE” if you strike a shot near another person.
4. Follow all directions for safe golf cart operation.
If the warning horn sounds or you observe lightning or other dangerous weather immediately remove
yourself from the course and seek shelter in the clubhouse.
6. If you cause injury or damage to yourself or others YOU are LIABLE not the course owner or personnel.
